Ms. Snyder asks what we need to do going forward to avoid these costly repairs,
she asks is it the maintenance of the equipment or the design from the beginning.
Mr. Zinn states that as we transition from the Construction and gear more to
toward stewardship this may resolve itself of these issues.

Hot Water Tanks and Boilers at several schools are in need of replacement and
are currently awaiting PO Requisition as well. One school that typically runs 3
boilers is now down to 1 boiler, so this an item we are pressing to complete very
soon.

Edgewood Playground has been working with the Chief Landscape Architect
working with the School. Ms. Rivera asks if they will have the rubberized floor,
which they confirmed. Mr. Zinn states he will meet up with Mr. Barbarotta to view
the tree with roots sticking up. Certain aspects of playgrounds closed but
playgrounds still usable.

Adult Education renovation with new owners, Mr. Barbarotta states the best
course of action will be to hire an architect to study the feasibility of the needed
repairs and an estimate.
