il Although the work on this budget began many months before
| anyone had heard of Wuhan, the themes that emerged as we

refined the budget mimic those two sentiments.

Unprecedented.

Our proposed 2020-2021 budget was prepared as a confluence of Federal, State and local
resources were all stretched thin. As an example, our grant revenue in 2019-2020 is expected to
fall by nearly $5 million from the prior school year, putting further stress on our General Fund
budget. And our Education Cost Sharing grant, the primary grant made available to cities and
towns in Connecticut, has failed to keep pace with inflation for more than a decade.

At the same time, the needs of the New Haven student population continue to grow, with nearly
one in five student identified as either English Learner or Special Education services — or both.
Our budget is subject to contractual rate increases in collective bargaining agreements with our
labor unions, and to increases in commodity prices for electricity, heat, rent, phone — much in the
same way your personal expenses are impacted at home. And, we are continuing to deal with the
increased cost of maintaining our aging infrastructure of schools. Our oldest ‘new’ magnet
school is now more than 20 years old.

We’re in this together.

The Board of Education requested that we prepare a budget that reflected the ‘true cost’ of
running the New Haven Public Schools. To that end, we developed a budget that had no change
in staffing levels, no new programs or resources, and no adjustments to cuts made in prior years.
That ‘turn the lights on’ proposed budget was for $199.0 million, an increase of $10.8 million
over the final approved 2019-2020 budget of $188.2 million.

As I write this, the Finance Committee of the Board of Alders has proposed an increase of only
$1 million for the New Haven Public Schools. As a result, my management team and I will need
to work with the Board of Education to identify $9.8 million of cuts to the proposed budget. We
have been working on several different mitigation strategies, but understand that none of these
choices are appealing or without risk.

With over 70% of our costs in staff, it will be impossible for us to achieve reductions of that
magnitude without staff being impacted. We will work wherever possible to achieve these
reductions through attrition (retirements, resignations and non-renewals), but the outcome will
likely result in larger class sizes at the elementary level and a reduction in the number of
available electives at the high school level.
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We are also aggressively managing our hiring practices to ensure new staff are hired at the same
or lower salary as the outgoing incumbent and hiring a professional grant writer for the district to
generate new revenues for the district, among other things.

We recognize the fiscal condition the City of New Haven is in, and we are mindful that we are
all in this together. That said, we remain committed to the five Priority Areas for our school

district:

Improving academic achievement

Recruiting, retaining and building the capacity of our staff

Allocating resources strategically and equitably to all schools

Developing an organizational culture that is safe and secure for all
Empowering all community partners to share in the ownership of our success

We welcome your feedback going forward as we strike a balance between good fiscal
stewardship and our desire for continuous improvement in our priority areas.

And, I continue to looking forward to serving the needs of the New Haven Public Schools as
your Superintendent.
